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Personal, Social, Emotional Development


Learning what it means to be ‘me’ and part of Owlets Nursery: making relationships with adults and peers; learning names; routines and rules (good listening, good sitting, good looking, happy choices, sad choices etc); sharing; being kind and helpful; listen to others


To learn to tolerate delay, take turns and accept that others may want to have a turn too


Zones of regulation and Mindfulness Minute


To be able to manage self-help skills (with some support): dressing putting on a coat or shoes, washing hands, toileting and/or telling an adult when he/she needs assistance.


Kind words, kind hands.


Looking at machines that help us keep clean + healthy





Expressive Arts and Design





To explore how sounds (clapping, tapping, using percussion instruments) and colours can be changed


To learn and sing a range of songs and rhymes; to move rhythmically and tap out simple rhythms


Building their own robots and machines using junk modelling materials; making it strong and stable


Performing stories using actions and words 


Engaging in imaginative role play or based on firsthand experiences (using machines in the home)


Use a range of creative materials to make pictures and patterns: paint, paper, modelling materials, etc (including IT)
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Maths





Daily maths activities including: 


counting aloud to 10 (and beyond)


sorting, making sets of and counting objects


recognising numbers (1-3, 0-6, to 10 (and beyond)


rhymes and songs 


Recognising and naming 2D shapes and recognise them on 3D shapes; making patterns and pictures with them; going on a shape hunt around the school; using an ipad and paper to record shapes 


Beginning to find ways to represent numbers  


To talk about everyday objects and time: the tower is tall; the tree is the smallest; “I will be there in 2 minutes. minutes!”





Physical Development


�Gross motor: to move in a range of ways; to balance, jump and hop; to throw and catch a ball; to move like a robot! 


Fine motor: to use a range of simple hand tools (construction kit tools, scissors, pencil and brushes) and understand the safe use of these


(only when ready to) Be able to hold a mark making tool with a pincer grip; show some control; trace a pattern or line or letters in own name
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Literacy





Book corner; staff available to share stories; daily storytime; taking books home to share 


Recognising my name – peg label, self-registration, beginning to write my own name (starting with the initial letter)


Mark making with a range of tools and materials; giving meaning to the marks made; tracing patterns and letters with pens, in sand, soil, shaving foam


Sound discrimination, for example, recognising the difference between different environmental sounds (horns, instruments, animal sounds); listening for the sounds at the beginning (then end and middle) of words; to begin to segment and blend words

Understanding the World


Talk about events that have happened to them (Family outings, visiting places of interest)


To understand how things work and what they do (mobile phones, machines around the home, etc)


Learning about computers and know that you can retrieve information from them; to begin to understand how to use computers/the internet safely; to be able to complete a simple programme (paint programme for example); to use ipads to take images and use these in our art work


To explore how simple equipment works (a remote turns on the CD player, etc); to show an interest in technological toys (knobs and pulleys or real objects such as phones, washing machines, digital cameras)


Talking about how things change in the environment, how they grow, change and decay (winter to spring)

Communication and Language


Introducing simple Makaton signs 


Listening to stories with increasing attention and recall; learning about characters, story structure (beginning/middle/end)


Listening to others in role play and play situations; listening for increasing lengths of time during carpet sessions or small group activities


Learning new vocabulary associated with the topic


To follow directions and take simple messages


Show an understanding of prepositions, such as ‘on’, ‘under’, ‘on top’, ‘behind’


To ask questions and give simple explanations; to ask who, what why, when, how and understanding.
